Believed to have been the 
largest structure of its kind 
at that time. 

Mirisavati Dagaba 
The first stupa built 
by King 
Dutthagamani. 

    
Abhayagri 
During the 
Anuradhapura era there 
was an internationally 
recognized 
educational institute and 
a monastery built here 
for monks 

Kirivihara 
Kalharagumi 
(Kataragama) 
The Buddha meditated 
here on his third visit.  
Built by King 
Parakkramabahu at the 
request of his queen 
Subhadra. 

Sripada 
Called "The Sacred 
Footprint" by Buddhists. 
One of the places visited 
by the Buddha 
during the third visit. 

Dighavapi Dagoba 
The Buddha meditated 
here after having left his 
footprint on Sripada.
